The condition of the hold’s car covers was noted to be, generally, good; The decks were clean and dry, and the lighting was satisfactory.

The vehicles arrived duly stowed; the lashing of the cars consisted of palms polypropylene bands.

The presence of important dust on vehicles was observed.

The general condition of the vehicle was found to be satisfactory.


6.- 	DISCHARGE SUPERVISION

The cargo was stowed with 14 vehicles on deck #07 / hold Nr. 1 and The cargo was stowed 
Discharge operation of vehicles commenced on deck #5, following top levels. Six (6) stevedores removed lashings from vehicles; this operation was coordinated by ship’s crew and command. No damages were caused to vehicles during unlashing.

Vehicles were driven off the ship through her aft ramp; twelve (10) drivers from Ecos Muellaje performed the discharge operation of all units.
