3.- INSPECTION
3.1.- INTERVIEW WITH MR. Rene Ortega, Broom Frio Holding REPRESENTATIVE

Prior to carrying out the inspection, ALS Surveyor, in order to obtain details about the pallets stripping process, meet with Mr. Rene Ortega BFH Ovalle Manager to coordinate the inspection and enter warehouses to inspect the corresponding cargo of grapes stacked on pallets.
In that meeting, Mr. Ortega told us that The boxes in warehouse No. 9 collapsed, falling to one side and breaking the bulkhead that separated it from warehouse No. 10. In turn, the pallets in warehouse No. 10 fell, breaking the bulkhead that separated it from warehouse No. 11; all of this in a domino effect.
3.2.- CARGO INSPECTION OF HOLDS Nr. 9, 10 AND 11
Upon entering warehouse No. 9, we found pallets lying on one side, in the direction of warehouse No. 10, knocking down the bulkhead and crushing part of the cargo. This cargo then fell towards warehouse No. 11, also damaging the cargo there.

The staff began the procedure of separating the boxes from the pallets, placing those in good condition on another pallet and securing them with plastic strapping, with 120 boxes per pallet.

Meanwhile, the boxes in poor condition, containing damaged grapes, were discarded and placed in large crates. These crates were stacked inside warehouse No. 9 awaiting final disposal.

A total of 50 pallets were inspected, revealing 2,636 boxes of grapes in poor condition, representing approximately 22 damaged pallets.
